2. Age.  16 ½ to 19 years (i.e. born between 02 Jan 1990  & 01 Jul 1992. (both dates
inclusive).

3. Educational Qualification.  Senior Secondary Examination (10+2 Pattern) or its
equivalent from University/Board with at least 75 % aggregate marks in Physics,
Chemistry and Mathematics (PCM) and at least   50% marks in English either in
Class X or Class XII.

4. Physical Standards

(a) Height and Weight.  Minimum height - 157 cms with correlated weight as
per age.

(b)  Eye Sight.  The  minimum  acceptable  vision  standard   for  distant  vision
6/12, 6/12 correctable to 6/6, 6/6 with glasses. Should  not be  colour/night
blind.

6. Application must be sent in the format given in this advertisement, otherwise it will
be rejected.

TYPE OF COMMISSION

7. On successful completion of course/training, candidates will be granted Permanent
Commission as Technical Officers in the Engineering & Electrical Branches of the
Indian Navy.

8. SELECTION PROCEDURE

(a) The candidates will be issued call up for Services Selection Board (SSB)
interviews based on their performance in 10+2/equivalent qualification in PCM.
No communication will be entertained on this account.

(b) SSB interviews for short listed candidates will be scheduled during Jul to Dec
2008 at Bangalore or Bhopal.

(c) Total duration of SSB interviews is of 5 days, consisting of Stage I (Day one)
and Stage II (Four days). Stage I Tests, consist of Intelligence Tests, Picture
Perception and Group Discussion Tests. Candidates who fail to qualify in Stage
I will be routed back on the same day from SSB Centre. Stage II Tests consist of
Psychological Tests, Group Task Tests and Interview.  Successful candidates
will therafter undergo Special Medical Examination at the same venue (approx
duration 3-5 days).

(d) Candidates recommended by the SSBs and declared medically fit, will be
appointed for training in order of all India merit depending on the number of
vacancies.

(e) Change of SSB centre  for interview is not permissible under any circumstances.

(f) Any correspondence regarding change of  SSB dates  be addressed to the

(h) Return 2nd Class Sleeper rail fare is admissible for the SSB interview, if appearing
for the first time for the entry.

TRAINING

9. The training is scheduled to commence in Jan 2009.

10.     Selected Candidates are entered as Cadets and  undergo 16 weeks Naval Orientation
Course (NOC) at the Naval Academy, Ezhimala Kerala. Out of these,  certain cadets
will undergo four years Engineering course at the Naval College of Engineering, INS
Shivaji, Lonavala. During the course cadets will be allotted Engineering or Electrical
branch. On completion of the course, B Tech Degree will be awarded by Jawahar
Lal Nehru University (JNU).

11. The other cadets after NOC may be nominated for B Tech in Naval Architecture from
Cochin University of Science and Technology (CUSAT). They will have to appear
for Common Admission Test of CUSAT. The successful candidates after NOC will
undergo four years B. Tech in Naval Architecture and and Ship Building at CUSAT.
Thereafter, the cadets will be deputed for a six months course in warship design at
Visakhapatnam, followed by 18 months Post Graduate Diploma in Naval Architecture
(DIIT-NC) at IIT Delhi.

Note:- The entire cost of training, including books and reading material, is
borne by the Navy .  Cadets are also provided with free clothing and
messing.
